Here we find the same opulence as in neighbouring
Pommard, as well as an extremely pleasant fruit-forwardness even when young It is one of the
best Premier Cru Vineyards of Beaune, producing a wine that is capable of ageing to perfection
for a considerable period of time.
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« TASTING NOTE Our Beaune ler Cru "Vignes Franches' 2022 has a deep ruby colour. Its
nose ofters aromas of raspberry and blackberry, while its palate is ample and suave, revealing
notes of blackberry again and liquorice. This wine offers good length and a fresh finish.
